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 After Murder of Young Girl, Police Tactics Shock a Community 
East Bay Advocates to Hold Rally for Police Accountability

Who: East Bay advocates, youth and their families 
 
What: Rally & Press Conference to demand police accountability 
 
Where: In front of Alameda Police Department, 1555 Oak St., Alameda, CA 94501 
 
When: Tuesday, November 27th, 2007 at 4:30 PM 
 
Why: Youth and community advocates are angered over the Alameda Police Department’s 
“botched” investigation of the October 31st murder of Ichinkhorloo Bayarsaikhan.  Community 
advocates are calling this one of the worst cases of police harassment ever experienced by the 
East Bay’s Southeast Asian community.  
 
On November 6th, after kicking in doors and holding guns on their family members, the police 
detained seven Southeast Asian youth along with one African American youth.  They later held 
two of the Southeast Asian boys in juvenile hall for the murder.  Following an investigation that 
included interrogating dozens of youth without the consent of their parents and pulling students 
attending Brett-Hart middle school out of class because they shared last names with one of the 
suspects - the two boys were released from juvenile hall with an apology from the Alameda 
County District Attorney.   
 
A broad coalition of youth advocates say the entire Southeast Asian community has been 
impacted.  The rally will demand an independent investigation of the incidents and ask the 
Alameda Police Department to establish rules and training to prevent what they call “racial 
profiling” tactics from being used in other investigations.  
 
“These two youth were students, leaders in their community - but most importantly, they were 
innocent,” said Claire Tran, an advocate at Asian Youth Promoting Advocacy and Leadership. 
“Instead of breaking down doors and terrorizing families, the police should have done what 
they are paid to do - investigate.  This wasn’t an investigation, it was harassment of a 
community because of who they are, not what they did.”
